Deaf and Dumb candi dates will be given additional 25% of marks scored by them. They are
also exempted from appearing for the second and third languages and can avail th e service of an
Interpreter.

Service of Interpreters can be availed from among the IEDC Resource Teachers appointed by
the Director of General Education . (contact the DIET Principals for their service) In the absence of
Resource teachers help can also be  sought from the teacher of special school or from the same
school, who is qualified in the concerned area. The candidates can enjoy the benefits till they pas S
the examination.
